TAB B – NATIONAL GUARD ASSISTANCE
PURPOSE:

The purpose of this tab is to lay the foundation for the Governor to utilize the National Guard in response to emergencies and disasters in the state.  The Governor is the Commander In Chief of the National Guard and can utilize them for missions to protect life and property within the state.  
GOVERNOR’S RESPONSIBILITIES:

The Governor is responsible for approving the activation of the Montana National Guard through a declaration of an Emergency or Disaster. The Adjutant General does have the authority to deploy National Guard personnel and equipment for an immediate life safety incident where time is of the essence.  
DEFINITIONS:

None Required



PROCEDURES:

1. Event occurs in a local jurisdiction that exceeds their capabilities to stabilize.

2. Local jurisdiction notifies Montana Disaster & Emergency Services (DES) at 406-324-4777 and requests assistance in the form of a mission(s) that requires utilizing the Montana National Guard.

3. DES tracks all resource (and/or mission) requests and notifies the Montana National Guard Joint Operation Center of the requested mission(s).

4. DES calls the Governor for verbal approval of the necessary declaration. 

5. DES initiates a draft declaration for the Governor’s signature, of an Incident, Emergency or Disaster to support the National Guard mission(s).

6. The Montana National Guard Joint Operation Center attempts to fill the mission requests and notifies the State Emergency Coordination Center.

7. The  DES State Emergency Coordination Center tracks all National Guard deployments of equipment and personnel including related expenses accrued during the deployment.
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
