While donated resources are vital to the many voluntary agencies, community-based nonprofit organizations, and local governments attempting to meet the needs of victims, donations management is necessary to control the flow of goods and services into the disaster area, the officials explained.

Shipments that do not have a voluntary agency, a specified location, and a contact person, will not be unloaded.

The Donations Center will determine the extent of the need and coordinate with a responsible agency to receive and distribute donated items.  Failure to do this will result in personnel, time, space, and money being wasted to process the uncoordinated items and will further detract from the resources being available to provide direct support to the citizens of Wichita in need.
