	The documents offered as proof of compliance highlight all the elements of the standard.  

· Commonwealth of Virginia Emergency Operations Plan ESF17 Annex – The Commonwealth of Virginia is required to update its Emergency Operations Plan every four years.  Included as proof of compliance with the elements of the standard is the draft of revisions to be made to ESF17 Annex.  The scope of ESF17 is to assist local governments and the voluntary sector with the coordination of unsolicited donations and to facilitate the arrival of designed donations for the voluntary sector as outlined under Scope and Applicability on pages 1 and 2.  Adventist Community Services Disaster Response operates under an agreement with FEMA to provide emergency distribution of relief supplies and warehouse operations for donated goods as highlighted on page 3.   
· ESF17 Volunteers and Donations Standard Operating Procedures – Adventist Community Services Disaster Response operates under an agreement with FEMA to provide emergency distribution of relief supplies and warehouse operations for donated goods. As such, members of Adventist Community Services Disaster Response and members of the Virginia Voluntary Organizations Active in Disaster are designated to serve as the Donations Coordinator as highlighted on page 7. 
· Common Terms and Function Area Definitions – The Virginia Department of Emergency Management and the Virginia Voluntary Organizations Active in Disaster are undertaking a multiphase initiative to better coordinate voluntary capabilities.  Phase I is the development and adoption of common terms and definitions of functional areas under which voluntary organizations operate.  The draft is under review for adoption by the Virginia Voluntary Organizations Active in Disaster Executive Committee. 
· VDEM Policy Statement Number 138-06 (Management of Funds Donated for Disaster Relief Purposes) – This policy establishes guidelines for the exercise of adequate controls over cash donations to the Virginia Disaster Relief Fund.  The policy provides guidance on the solicitation, collections/receipt, the treatment as restricted funds, and the disbursement of funds in the support of charitable purposes related to disaster relief. 

· Virginia Disaster Relief Fund Guidance – The purpose of the Virginia Disaster Relief Fund is to help Virginia Voluntary Organizations, charitable organizations and local governments satisfy a disaster household’s unmet disaster related recovery needs. The guidance document outlines the eligible applicants, eligible categories of assistance and the responsibilities of the Advisory Committee. 



	· Senate Bill 334 Virginia Disaster Relief Fund Established – Legislation was filed during the 2014 Session of the Virginia General Assembly establishing the Virginia Disaster Relief Fund by Code. The documentation provided outlines the history of the legislation, which passed the Virginia Senate and was continued to 2015 by the House Appropriations Committee, and the submitted Code language.  This legislation would establish the Virginia Disaster Relief Fund as a permanent tool in the Commonwealth disaster relief toolbox, and establish the fund as a non-reverting fund thereby protecting the donor intention.  The legislation was continued to 2015 pending a legislative report detailing three funds under the direction of the Virginia Department of Emergency Management. 
· Legislative Report on the Virginia Disaster Response Fund, the Virginia Disaster Recovery Fund, and the Virginia Disaster Relief Fund – This report provides a detailed review of the three funds.  The final recommendation is the codification of the Virginia Disaster Relief Fund as outlined on pages 11 and 12 of the report.
